Mission:  The Rajkumari Cultural Center (RCC) is dedicated to revitalizing and nurturing the arts and culture of Indo-Caribbean immigrants and community youth in New York, and to build a bridge for an isolated ethnic minority of New Americans to participate in the cultural life of City, State, and Nation. The RCC stimulates original and artistic creativity, especially among the younger generation born in the U.S.  The Center’s work revolves around cultural initiatives that organize and mentor community members to produce sustainable arts programs in the underserved neighborhoods of color. These neighborhood outreach projects support traditional and contemporary art forms of people of South Asian ancestry. 
The LILA program is made possible, in part, with public funds from the New York State Council on the Arts' State and Local Partnership Program, a state agency.

SPEAK, WRITE, EXPRESS +MELODY‘NMOTION = LILA

Track 1: Melody ‘n Motion brings youth in direct contact with tradition-bearers and masters artists, who will take them on a journey through Indo-Caribbean sound and physicality. In the process they will learn lyrical Hindi translations in a historical and cultural context in order to foster music appreciation, dance expression, analysis and a sense of identity through the arts. The element of live music coupled with dance will conclude in a final ensemble presentation depicting the students’ new, learned skills and understanding of music and dance flavors. 

Track 2: Speak… Write… Express! bring youth in direct contact with family to find  their personal “road map” and establish identity through oral tradition - the Indian custom of passing on knowledge, history and culture  through katha - storytelling. Students will use audio, video and photographic media to interview and document three generations of Indo-Caribbean to whom they are closely connected - an Elder, Parent and Peer as primary sources; their transcripts become the basis for their own dramatic and lyrical works.  

Speak…Write…Express and Melody ‘n Motion unite in a live musical dance-drama festival for youth and family - an ensemble and community collaboration of shared experience and creativity, embodying the interplay characteristic of the traditional lila. Their newly created literary and spoken arts are interwoven with their music and dance performance, and the lila concept will have been fully applied and realized! 

What is Lila? Lila is storytelling of history, culture and social codes passed from parent to child through millennia. Forces such as colonization, slavery, indenture-ship, economic and political upheaval, followed by migrations, have interrupted the chain of vital inter-generational communication, tear down family structure. As a people twice removed from our ancestral roots, it is through lila that language, customs and history is revealed. 

In traditional Indian theater called lila or leela - music, dance and drama are inextricably linked and make up the core of our new youth development program. The very concept of time-honored Lila provides the structure and versatility to enable youth to become active participants in exploring ancestral culture, regional art forms and personal family history of migrations, from the Indian sub-continent to Guyana, Trinidad, Jamaica and Suriname as indentured laborers since 1838; a second migration when some returned to Indian; and now on a third migration to New York’s urban cities since the 1970s. Since 1995, Rajkumari Center has breathed fresh life into numerous lila art forms: instrumental/vocal music, dance, drama/spoken arts and costuming. LILA innovation applies the lila concept in new creativity with secular social themes.
